The preceding information can be submitted on 8.5 x 11 sheets in one complete set of plans. If the sheet sizes exceed those then three complete bound sets of plans will be required.
Required Inspections
The building inspector upon notification from the permit holder or his agent shall make the following inspections and such other inspections as necessary, and shall either release that portion of the construction or shall notify the permit holder or his agent or any violations which must be corrected in order to comply with the technical codes:

Building

Foundation Inspection: To be made after trenches/piers are excavated and steel placed prior to placement of concrete. After forms are erected and steel placed prior to placement of concrete place anchor belts - ½ “dia min x 8” long min x 6’ o.c. max. Also, contractor shall locate property line to be identified with a string and required zoning setbacks confirmed by building inspector.
Fireplace Inspection: TO be made when masonry firebox is built with first section of chimney flue set in place. Hearth extension clearance to combustible framing members confirmed at this time.

Frame Inspection: To be made after the roof, all framing, fire block and bracing is in place, all concealing wiring, all pipes, chimneys, ducts, vents and nail plates are installed and complete. (Metal fireplace inspection can be made with frame inspection). Wall tie inspection will be made for masonry veneer. 

Energy Inspection Zone 6: Seal all Penetration and openings in the building envelope with foam or other approved sealant; caulk or seal top and bottom plate, brick openings, windows; seal chimney fire blocks penetrations electrical and plumbing; moisture barrier installed on exterior of building for brick

Insulation inspection: Verify r-values of floor, walls, and ceiling insulation.

Final Inspection: to be made after the building is completed and ready for occupancy

Electrical

Underground inspection: to be made after trenches or ditches are excavated, conduit or cable installed and before any backfill is put in place.

Rough-in inspection: to be made after the wiring and boxes are installed, main panel is set, roof, framing, fire blocking and bracing is in place and prior to the installation of wall or ceiling membranes.

Final Inspections: to be made after the building is complete, all required electrical fixtures are in place and properly connected or protected, and the structure is ready for occupancy.

Plumbing

Underground inspection: to be made ager trenches or excavated, piping installed, and before any backfill is put in place; water test and or air test shall be placed on all piping below slab prior to backfill. Yard services and or relays shall be installed to the property line with proper cut-offs and cleanouts.
Rough-in Inspections: to be made after the floor and wall framing, fire blocking and bracing is in place and all soil and waste piping is complete with water test holding.

Top out Inspections: to be made after the roof, framing, fire blocking, and bracing, is in place and all soil, waste and vent propping and shower pan is complete, and prior to this installation of wall or ceiling membranes
Final Inspections: to be made after the building is complete, plumbing fixtures are in place and properly connected, and the structure is ready for occupancy

Gas

Rough Piping Inspections: to be made after all new piping authorized by the permit has been installed, and before any such piping has been covered or concealed or any fixtures or gas appliances have been connected

Final piping Inspections: to be made after all new piping authorized by the permit has been installed and after all portions which are to be concealed by plastering or otherwise have been so concealed, and before any fixtures or gas appliances have been connected. This inspection shall include a pressure test (3lbs on diaphragm gauge or 15 lbs spring gauge)

Final Inspections: to be made on all new gas work authorized by the permit and such portions of existing systems as may be affected of this code and to assure that the installation and construction of the gas systems is in accordance with reviewed plans.
Mechanical

Underground Inspection: to be made after trenches or ditches are excavated piping installed and before any backfill is put in place.

Rough-in Inspection: to be made after the roof, framing, fire blocking and bracing are in place and all ducting and other concealed components are complete and prior to the installation of wall or ceiling membranes

Final Inspections: to be made after the building is complete, the mechanical system is in place and properly connected, and the structure is ready for occupancy.
Written Release

Work shall not be done on any part of a building, structure, electrical, das, mechanical, or plumbing system beyond the point indicted in each successive inspection without first obtaining a written release in the form of a green tag the building inspector. Such written release shall be given only after an inspection has been made of each successive step in the constructed to meet the necessary required fire rating.

Reinforcing Steel and Structural Frames
Reinforcing steel or structural frame work of any part of any building or structure shall not be concerned or concealed without first obtaining a release from the building inspector.

Fire Protection

In all buildings where plaster is used for fire purposes, the permit holder or his agent shall notify the building inspector after all lathing and backing is in place. Plaster shall not be applied until the release from the building inspector has been received. If wall assemblies require the construction of a fire rated gypsum assembly, then the permit holder shall obtain a release from the building inspector after such wall assembly has been constructed to meet the necessary required fire rating.

Inspections Prior to Issuance of Certificate of Occupancy or Completion

A new building shall not be occupied or a change made in the occupancy, nature or use of a building or part of a building until the building inspector has issued a certificate shall not be issued until all required electrical, gas, technical codes and other applicable laws and ordinances and released by the building inspector.

Inspection Service 

The building inspector may make, or cause to be made, the inspections required above. He may accept reports of inspectors of recognized inspection services, provided that after investigation he is satisfied as to their qualifications and reliability. A certificate called for by any provision of the technical codes shall not be based on such reports unless the same are in writing and certified by a responsible officer of such service.
